Sprinkle cheese over eggs and put in oven to broil until cheese is 
melted and browned, about 3 to 4 minutes. Remove from oven with 
oven mitts and slide frittata onto a serving plate. Cut into wedges.

Making Maps With John H. Gregory

Apr 7th  Sunday.  Clear and cold.  I wrote a letter to Uncle An-
thony Miller of Wyota wis.  Started for the Boon stoped at Boices 
a short time and at Whipples the latter place I got my dinner.  Af-
ter which I made another start Met Smith in Missouri City.  Had 
an introduction to Mr. Gregory the discoverer of this Country.  
After reaching the cabin  Dodge requested me to draw a map of 
all the lodes in sight as he wished it for evidence against the York 
So.  I drawed of the following Lodes with the assistance of Greg-
ory, ‘Vis’, bob Tail, Nimeha, Log Cabin, Cotton, New Jersey, Fisk, 
boon, Black Hawk, Mammoth, Millwaukee, Vermont, washing-
ton and Monticello.  Smith did notreturn.  Thomas Mathws took 
tea with us.

Apr 8th  Monday.  Cloudy & chilly.  Smith returned and we 
worked as usual.  I went over and saw Frank Elder and went up 
to the P. O.  Received two letters from home one containing very 
unexpected news ‘Vis’ Louisa marriage with Mr. Wm Campbell.  
I have only to say may their voyage through life be long pleasant 
and prosperous.

Apr 9th Tuesday.  A stormy day nothing exciting.  All worked.  
York Co. took possession of Dodges claim at 8:00 P. M.

Apr 10th  Wednesday.  Snowing quite hard.  The York co. have a 
dozen men standing out watching Dodges claim.  They all look 
sheepish and would be better off at home.  Dodge came up and 
found how the ropes were working and had a few rough words 
with one of the Co in my cabin and were about to fight when I 
invited them out doors where they could have more room and 
there it ended and in less than an hour Dodge had fifty men on 
the hill who soon voted to have the thing settled by a regular 
process of law.  We only worked half of the day.

Apr 11th  Thursday.  Clear & cold   all still this A. M. and we 
went to work again.  Dodge compromised with the York Co.   I 
wrote a letter home and drawed a map of several lodes which I 
also sent home.

Soon, John Gregory left the area a very wealthy man, and became 
famous for having been the man who discovered gold in the gulch 
soon named after him.  It was the beginning of Central City, and 
the place known as the “Richest Square Mile on Earth”.

The Buffalo Go
     In a Kiowa legend as told by Old Lady Horse (Spear-
Woman), the Kiowa’s life revolved around the buffalo. 
Their tipis, clothes, and moccasins came from 
the buffalo. The Kiowa’s containers were made 
from buffalo hides, stomachs, and bladders. 
Buffalo or bison were also an integral part of the 
Kiowa’s religion with white buffalos sacrificed 
during their sun dances. Priests used bison parts 
while making their prayers and healing people.
     Bison were still protecting the Kiowa when 
white men began building railroads, farming 
the land, and raising cattle. The buffalo would 
chase the cattle off the ranges and tear up the 
railroad tracks and destroy gardens. The bison 
loved the Kiowa as much as the Kiowa loved the 
bison.
     When white men built forts in Kiowa coun-
try, war was waged with the buffalo. The wooly-
headed buffalo soldiers (the 10th Cavalry made 
up of Negro troops), killed the buffalo as fast 
as they could but the buffalo kept coming even 
onto the post’s cemetery at Fort Sill. With the buffalo sol-
diers overwhelmed by the bison, they decided to hire hunt-

ers to kill the bison. As many as 100 buffalo were shot 
each day. Sometimes the piles of bison were as tall as 

a man and stretched a mile long. Skinners 
with wagons collected the dead buffalo and 
shipped them east to market. The bison 
could see that their day would soon be over. 
Knowing that they could no longer protect 
the Kiowa, they gathered in a final council.
     The Kiowa that were still free camped 
north of Mount Scott. A young woman arose 
early one day peering across a misty Medi-
cine Creek. Appearing like a spirit dream, 
the last bison heard walked toward Mount 
Scott. In the dawn’s early light, the moun-
tain opened. Inside the world was green and 
fresh as it was when she was a child. The 
rivers ran clear and not red. The wild plums 
were in blossom. Into this world of beauty 
the buffalo walked, never to be seen again.

Red Rocks Amphitheater, Morrison, CO August 1978
The only shows in August of 1978 were on 8/30 & 8/31 at our favorite local venue, Red Rocks Amphitheater in Morrison, CO. These shows 
and a gig at Giants Stadium on September 2nd were in preparation for a GD First: The Giza Pyramids in Egypt. The entire circus was prepar-

ing to pack the tour into shipping crates for Egypt. The team used these Red Rocks shows as a test of equipment 
and other dry desert details that they might encounter.

The 8/30 show featured 3 debuts, “I Need a Miracle”, “Stagger Lee”, & “World To Give”. In typical Red Rocks 
fashion, fans remember a light rain cloud coming over the venue from the west, which then tumbled over itself and 
gained enough energy to become a full blown thunder shower over Denver, all dur-
ing “Looks Like Rain”. The 8/31 show featured outstanding versions of “Samson 
& Delilah”, and “Shakedown Street”, but perhaps the coolest highlight of the 
night was Jerry’s romping extended jam during “Peggy-O”, a song that usually has 

slower attributes. Encoring with “Johnny B. Goode”, the band ripped up the blues progression and called 
it a night, sending the crowd spinning down the stairs and ramps of Red Rocks, heading home with happy 
smiles.
